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Access to Recovery is a four year discretionary grant program received by the Ohio Department of Alcohol and Drug Addiction Services, funded by the Substance Abuse and Mental Health Services Administration (SAMHSA), Center for Substance Abuse Treatment (CSAT).  Access to Recovery (ATR) provides electronic vouchers for treatment and/or recovery support services to eligible adult, adult veterans, and adolescent participants.  

The goals of the ATR program are to expand access to services, increase the number of service providers in the targeted area, and to produce positive outcomes.

Ohio’s ATR targeted territory includes; Cuyahoga, Lorain, Mahoning, Stark and Summit Counties.

The Eligibility Criteria for participants are as follows:
